The Scrutinizer, after completion of the scrutiny, will submit his report to the Chairman of the 
Company.  The results of the postal ballot will be declared by the Chairman or in his absence, by 
one of the whole time Functional Directors or any Officer authorized by the Chairman on 
Tuesday, the 20th October, 2009 at 11.00 A.M. at the registered office of the Company.  The 
results will also be put up on the Company’s website www.iocl.com and also intimated through a 
press release in newspapers.  The resolution, if approved will be taken as passed effectively on 
the date of declaration of results.
